Fire and Safety Laws

“Fireproofed” paper is not considered non-combustible as interpreted by fire inspector, and is not permitted to be used.  
All muslin, velvet, silken or other cloth decorations must pass a flame-proof test as prescribed by applicable fire 
ordinances.  All inflammable materials must be kept in safety containers. 
 
Exhibitor shall comply, at Exhibitor’s sole cost and expense, with all applicable national, state, city, municipal and other 
governmental regulations including but not limited to fire and safety laws and with the applicable rules and regulations of 
the facility in which the trade show is held. 
 
Security  
 
The exhibit hall will be locked during non-show hours, but hotel staff will have access for set-up and cleaning.  No 
security guard will be provided.
